Referrals to Specialist Outpatient Clinics
· To access an outpatient specialist service, you will need a referral to be sent to Northern Health from your General Practitioner (GP) or other health care professional.
· Your referral will be assessed by a clinician to determine the need and clinical priority for an appointment. 
· If the referral does not contain enough information to assess the condition, your GP will be contacted with a request for further information.
· If your referral does not meet the criteria for needing a public hospital specialist clinic, your GP will be contacted to notifying them of this assessment.
